REMINDER OF GARBAGE BIN USE

It is important for all of us to dispose ofgarbage properly. The yellow bin
is for recycling only.

Your recycling bin is for materials that can be recycled and should not
be used for general waste, green waste or hazardous waste. Your
recycling bin has a yellow Id and is collected fortnightly.

The items you put into your yellow recycling bin are sorted, baled and
re-used to make new products. This process happens ahe Materials
Recovery Facility at Cairncrosslt is very important not to put the
wrong items into your yellow recycling bin. People hand sort recycled
items as part of the process so please clean recycled products.

What items go in the yellow recycling bin:

1 Paper and cardboard:
o Mmagazines,
o newspapers,
o phone books,
o books,
o cardboard boxes

o clean pizzaboxes (squash your cardboard boxes if you need
more room in your bin);

1 Tetrapaks and long life milk and juice containers;

1 Unbroken glass bottles and jars of all coloursexcept white and blue
(do not break the glass when dropping in bin);

1 Plastic bottles and containers with the recycling symbols 1- 7
(please remove all lids and tops from all glass jars, bottles and
plastic bottles);

¢ Steel food cans;

1 Aerosol cans (must be empty);
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Paint tins (must be empty);

Aluminium cans.

DO NOT PUT THE FOLLOWING ITEMS IN YOUR YELLOW BN - THESE GO IN THE
RED BIN:

Carbon paper;

Small appliances

Failure to follow these guidelines may incur afine of $225 per ton if wrong
goods are in the yellow bin.
